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The total number of cholera cases has increased to 9463, with the addition of 576 cases. Meanwhile, the number of deaths has risen to 389
from 366 from the figures reported in the weekly Cholera Situation Report issued by OCHA on November 26, 2008.

New areas affected are Chegutu in Mash West, and Mvuma in Midlands province.
